
Theme: Bringing an Old Fashioned Holiday to the Nation

Criteria: Provided by the Architect of the Capitol - Washington, DC
• 9"- 12" in size reflecting the 2007 Vermont theme.
• Ornaments must have a strong loop or hole for the hanging wire
• Ornaments must have a 12-15" long piece of 20-gauge wire attached (similar to

coat hanger wire).
• Ornaments must be made of durable materials able to endure an outdoor

environment for 3 weeks and that are lightweight, weatherproof, reflective if
possible and able to withstand poor weather conditions. These ornaments will
be viewed from a distance.

• Ornaments with religious theme are not acceptable.
• Vermont has been asked to provide 4,000 of these ornaments!

Ice skating or sledding Horse drawn sleighs
Snowflakes Stars
Carolers Snow people
Doves of peace are acceptable
